Similarity to College Students

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1. Agriculturalists

working in forestry manage forested lands for economic, recreational, and conservation purposes. An interest in
animals might lead to becoming a Veterinarian or an Animal Breeder. People in this group typically score high
on the Nature-Agriculture, Family Activity, Skilled Trades, Life Science, and Accountability scales of the VIS.

These occupations are concerned with the operating, controlling, and setting up of machines to cut, shape, and/or
print such materials as metal, paper, wood, and stone.
